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Many questions can arise at the birth of ones child? What
will his/her name be? Who will take the late feeding shift?
What kind of bottles are we going to use? Pacifiers? Can we
still use the hand me downs? And then a serious thought
should enter our minds...

Who is/are going to be his/her Godparent(s)? How do
1/we pick someone?

These are thoughts that | am sure many have had when one
was or is deciding on getting married in the Orthodox
Church or having their child(ren) baptized in the Orthodox
Church. But what does it mean to be a “sponsor”. This is the
most popular term that one might use at the time of the
mystery of Baptism or the mystery of Marriage. “I am going
to be the sponsor” someone may say with joy and excitement.
How are we supposed to pick someone to be that special
person(s) on that beautiful day?

For instance some of you may know (others might not) that
our Archdiocese has set up pastoral guidelines on these
matters... “A person who wishes to sponsor a candidate for Baptism
or Chrismation must be an Orthodox Christian in good standing and
a supporting member of an Orthodox parish. A person may not serve
as a godparent if his or her marriage has not been blessed by the
Church or, if civilly divorced, he or she has not been granted an
ecclesiastical divorce, or for any other reason he or she is not in
communion with the Orthodox Church.”

Some may say “you know...I/we should pick (name)
because...

e We grew up together...

e Were in GOYA together...

* Roommates in College...

e We are related (brothers, sister, cousins)

What about when the decision isn’t ours to make, but a
relative is suggested to us...“you have to pick (name) as the
sponsor, he/she are so close to the family...it would be
disrespectful if you didn’t.”

All these reasons to pick someone(s) are fine! Yet we
should focus on really what is being asked. One question
and only one question should come to mind with regards to
this person(s) that you have asked, are thinking of asking,
are wanting to ask...

Are they the example of the Faith?
Aure they living the Orthodox faith?
Avre they faithful?

Do they know what the church believes?
Do they have a spiritual life?

The first question should really allow us to separate all those
who come to mind. This does not mean that your
friendships with them are not strong!!! Or is meaningful! Or
is genuine!

If one follows the proper way in selecting “the example”
(this should take over the term sponsor) then what one is
doing is setting the Orthodox Christian way of life for
marriage of that couple or for their child(ren).

This isn't something that should be decided overnight,
rather, one must pray that God will show us who the right
individual(s) is to be the example...and then following the
beauty of the Mystery of the Church, they become part of
our family!

How great then, will it be to say, that we have someone in
our family that IS the example of the Church!
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Thomas the Apostle of the 12
October 6

The name Thomas means, "twin." He was one of the Twelve, a Galilean by birth.
Sophroneus (not the famous Patriarch of Jerusalem [7th Century, celebrated March
11], but a friend of Jerome's), quoted also by Jerome, says that Saint Thomas preached
to the Parthians, Pesians, Medes, Hyrcanians, Bactrians, and neighbouring nations.
According to Heracleon, the Apostle died a natural death; according to other
accounts, he was martyred at Meliapur His tomb was known by Saint John
Chrysostom to be at Edessa in Syria, to which city his holy relics may have been
translated from India in the fourth century.

James the Apostle, son of Alphaeus
October 9

The holy Apostle James was one of the Twelve, and preached Christ to many nations,
and finally suffered death by crucifixion.

Philip the Apostle of the 70, one of the 7 Deacons
October 11

Saint Philip, who had four daughters that prophesied, was from Caesarea of Palestine.
He preached throughout Samaria; it was he also who met the eunuch of Candace, the
Queen of the Ethiopians, as the eunuch was reading the Prophet Esaias, and he
instructed and baptized him (Acts 8:26-39). He reposed in Tralles of Asia Minor while
preaching the Gospel.

Symeon the New Theologian
October 12

Saint Symeon became a monk of the Studite Monastery as a young man, under the
guidance of the elder Symeon the Pious. Afterwards he struggled at the Monastery of
Saint Mamas in Constantinople, of which he became abbot. After enduring many
trials and afflictions in his life of piety, he reposed in 1022. Marvelling at the heights
of prayer and holiness to which he attained, and the loftiness of the teachings of his
life and writings, the church calls him “the New Theologian." Only to two others,
John the Evangelist and Gregory, Patriarch of Constantinople, has the church given
the name "Theologian." Saint Symeon reposed on March 12, but since this always
falls in the Great Fast, his feast is kept today.




Luke the Evangelist
October 18

This Apostle was an Antiochean, a physician by trade, and a disciple and
companion of Paul. He wrote his Gospel in Greek after Matthew and Mark, after
which he wrote the Acts of the Apostles, and dedicated both works to Theophilus,
who, according to some, was Governor of Achaia. He lived some eighty-six years
and died in Achaia, perhaps in Patras, the capital of this district. His emblem is the
calf, the third symbolical beast mentioned by Ezekiel (1:10), which is a symbol of
Christ's sacrificial and priestly office, as Saint Irenaeus says.

James the Apostle, brother of Our Lord
October 23

According to some, this Saint was a son of Joseph the Betrothed, born of the wife
that the latter had before he was betrothed to the Ever-virgin. Hence he was the
brother of the Lord, Who was also thought to be the son of Joseph (Matt. 13: 55).
But some say that he was a nephew of Joseph, and the son of his brother Cleopas,
who was also called Alphaeus and Mary his wife, who was the first cousin of the
Theotokos. But even according to this genealogy, he was still called, according to the
idiom of the Scriptures, the Lord's brother because of their kinship.
This James is called the Less (Mark 15:4) by the Evangelists to distinguish him from
‘ James, the son of Zebedee, who was called the Great. He became the first Bishop of
Jerusalem, elevated to this episcopal rank by the Apostles, according to Eusebius (Eccl. Hist., Book II: 23),
and was called Obliah, that is, the Just, because of his great holiness and righteousness. Having ascended the
crest of the Temple on the day of the Passover at the prompting of all, he bore testimony from there
concerning his belief in Jesus, and he proclaimed with a great voice that Jesus sits at the right hand of the
great power of God and shall come again upon the clouds of heaven. On hearing this testimony, many of
those present cried, "Hosanna to the Son of David." But the Scribes and Pharisees cried, "So, even the just
one hath been led astray," and at the command of Ananias the high priest, the Apostle was cast down
headlong from thence, then was stoned, and while he prayed for his slayers, his head was crushed by the
wooden club wielded by a certain scribe. The first of the Catholic (General) Epistles written to the Jews in the
Diaspora who believed in Christ was written by this James.

Demetrios the Myrrhbearer & Great Martyr of Thessaloniki
October 26

Saint Demetrius was a Thessalonian, a most pious son of pious and noble parents,
and a teacher of the Faith of Christ. When Maximian first came to Thessalonica in
290, he raised the Saint to the rank of Duke of Thessaly. But when it was discovered
that the Saint was a Christian, he was arrested and kept bound in a bath-house. While
the games were under way in the city, Maximian was a spectator there. A certain
friend of his, a barbarian who was a notable wrestler, Lyaeus by name, waxing
haughty because of the height and strength of his body, boasted in the stadium and
challenged the citizens to a contest with him. All that fought with him were defeated.
Seelng thls a certain youth named Nestor, aquaintance of Demetrius', came to the Saint in the bath-house
and asked his blessing to fight Lyaeus single-handed. Receiving this blessing and sealing himself with the sign
of the precious Cross, he presented himself in the stadium, and said, "O God of Demetrius, help me!" and
straightway he engaged Lyaeus in combat and smote him with a mortal blow to the heart, leaving the former
boaster lifeless upon the earth. Maximian was sorely grieved over this, and when he learned who was the
cause of this defeat, he commanded straightway and Demetrius was pierced with lances while he was yet in
the bath-house, As for Nestor, Maximian commanded that he be slain with his own sword.

This is an ancient Liturgy from Jeru-
salem, which is completely different
from the Divine Liturgies attributed
to St. John Chrysostom and Basil the
Great. The Divine Liturgy of St.
lakovos is celebrated twice a year
(on the feastday of the Saint, Octo-
ber 23 and on the Sunday following
Christmas). What is still practiced
in this Divine Liturgy is the all who
receive Holy Communion will re-
ceive the way the clergy do every
service by eating the Body and
drinking from the Holy Chalice.
Since this year the Feast is cele-
brated on a Saturday we encourage
all of our Faithful to be present, wit-
ness and participate in this ancient
beautiful Divine Liturgy.
